o Completed applications must be received on or before October 20, 2025.
e Applicants must be registered in a full course of studies in an environmental management or
related program at a recognized post-secondary institution in British Columbia or the Yukon.
e Applicants must have completed at least one year of post-secondary studies.

transcript or copy of last year's statement of marks

reference letter from a faculty member

proof of registration for Fall or Winter session, 2025-2026.
